


Mr. Wolfe explained the deficiencies between L&S Electric’s bid and EPS’s bid as well as the
inclusion of SEAPA staff doing part of the work. He noted that while it would be difficult to
coordinate, it was possible.

Chairman Weinstein moved to approve a Task Order to EPS for electrical engineering
and database programming, Swan SCADA improvements and system commissioning
work for an amount not to exceed $479,598. Mr. Southland seconded the motion. The
motion carried unanimously.

Vice-Chairman Smith moved to approve a Task Order with EPS to install the new
substation relays in the Wrangell, Petersburg and Tyee Substations and Wrangell
switchyard for an amount not to exceed $223,840. Mr. Freeman seconded the motion.
The motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Carlson noted the source of funds for this Task Order is not provided by the Swan-Tyee
Intertie grant.

Vice-Chairman Smith moved to award a contract to Northern Powerline Constructors for
an amount not to exceed $1,742,279. This amount is derived from the total bid of $2,867,943
less $1,226,264 of Owner-furnished materials. Mr. Freeman seconded the motion. The
motion carried unanimously.

Hearing no director comments, Chairman Weinstein adjourned the meeting at 9:53AM
