
10) New Business 

Mr. Carlson spoke to the proposed travel poi icy for board members. The points included issuing 
SEAPA credit cards; submit receipts for an expense report and reimbursement, and no longer 
net-billing these charges. 

Vice-Chairman Freeman moved to adopt Res No. 2009-027 travel policy as outlined. Mr. 
Dawson seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 

Evan Rose, Alaska Permanent Capital Management, gave a presentation to the board. Mr. 
Maxand moved to approve Res. No. 2009-028 adopting a policy for the investment of 
funds. Mr. Dawson seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Mr. Maxand moved to approve entering into a Professional Services Agreement with 
Alaska Permanent Capital Management. Mr. Dawson seconded the motion. The motion 
carried unanimously. 

Vice-Chairman Freeman moved to approve Res. No. 2009-029 appointing Dave Carlson to 
the Alaska Power Authority board to represent SEAPA. Mr. Dawson seconded the 
motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Chairman Nelson asked Mr. Carlson to summarize the efforts to secure new office space for 
SEAPA. Mr. Carlson referred the board to his memo addressing this subject. He mentioned 
that advertisements were place in all three community newspapers and Ms. Webster spent time 
in Ketchikan looking at potential office space locations. He also stated that the PIA option in 
Petersburg was a very good option based on the building and the lease rate. Ms. Webster 
discussed the details of several of the options and answered board questions. Mr. Maxand 
stated he would prefer the PIA option in Petersburg. Chairman Nelson said he also preferred 
Petersburg as an option and added that Petersburg has never benefited with jobs from the 
SEAPA projects as has Wrangell and Ketchikan. Mr. Dawson stated that board members are 
supposed to make the best decision for SEAPA and mentioned the benefits that Ketchikan has 
to offer including better transportation and other services. 

Mr. Maxand moved to approve relocating the office to Petersburg, Alaska. Chairman 
Nelson seconded the motion. Roll call vote was as follows: Chairman Nelson, yes; Vice­
Chairman Freeman, no; Mr. Dawson, no; Mr. Maxand, yes; Mr. Williams, no. The motion 
failed 2-3. 

Mr. Maxand moved to approve relocating the office to Wrangell, Alaska. Mr. Dawson 
seconded the motion. Roll call vote was as follows: Chairman Nelson, no; Vice­
Chairman Freeman, no; Mr. Dawson, no; Mr. Maxand, yes; Mr. Williams, no. The motion 
failed 1-4. 

Vice-Chairman Freeman moved to approve relocating the office to Ketchikan, Alaska. Mr. 
Dawson seconded the motion. Roll call vote was as follows: Chairman Nelson, no; Vice­
Chairman Freeman, yes; Mr. Dawson, yes; Mr. Maxand, no; Mr. Williams, yes. The motion 
passed 3-2. 
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Mr. Maxand moved to approve a time and materials based contract with TerraSond, Ltd. 
For a not to exceed value of $48,980 for the Tyee Lake Bathymetric study. Mr. Dawson 
seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Mr. Dawson moved to approve retaining Mikunda Cottrell for audit services for FY09. Mr. 
Maxand seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Mr. Maxand moved to approve Res. No. 2009-030 granting Chairman Nelson signature 
authority on all SEAPA bank accounts. Mr. Dawson seconded the motion. The motion 
carried unanimously. 

Chairman Nelson requested Mr. Carlson begin drafting a policy for third-parties to attach to 
SEAPA poles. 

It was discussed and determined that the next face to face meeting would be held on August 27, 
2009 in either Anchorage or Ketchikan. 

Without further discussion or objection, Chairman Nelson adjourned the meeting at
